Community Environment Education Program (CEEP)
With an objective to educate the community stakeholders on local environmental issues and environmental conservation, TNW launched Community Environment Education Program (CEEP) under the Eco-VDC Initiative.

TNW organized environmental awareness programs at nine wards of the Gaurishankar VDC targeting the community people and school children. The awareness was focused on forest conservation, water and sanitation, water borne diseases, water treatment techniques, organic farming etc.
A one day workshop was also organized on local environment conservation at the office of Gaurishankar Village Development Committee with the assistance of Gaurishankar VDC. The workshop was facilitated by the Secretary of the VDC. More than 70 people from all the 9 wards of the VDC were present in the workshop. The workshop was especially focused on forest conservation, organic farming, and water borne diseases and water treatment techniques.
Mr. B K Dalit, President of TNW had conducted the environmental awareness program for the community people and school children.

Under the initiation of TNW, the local youth formed Gaurishankar Conservation Committee (GCC), a local NGO to coordinate the environmental awareness and conservation activities. Now, the TNW and GCC are jointly carrying out the CEEP.
