Background 
After massive poaching of endangered one horned Rhino due to mainly political and 
judicial amnesty, Team for Nature and Wildlife (TNW), a youth led environmental 
organization formed a National Youth Alliance for Rhino Conservation (NYARC) to 
educate, inspire and engage youth from across the country to strongly raise voice for 
Rhino Conservation. The alliance was formed in the "Youth Assembly on Rhino 
Conservation" organized by TNW in coordination with the environmental students of 
Kathmandu University on 2nd June 2010 at the Kathmandu University. The youth from 
different universities like Kathmandu University, Tribhuwan University and Pokhara 
University are involved in the alliance. 
 
 
The alliance will work to back up the campaign "Mission Rhino-Youth Campaign for 
Rhino Conservation" launched by TNW on 22nd May 2009(National Conservation 
Day) to save the Rhino with youth led activism. The campaign aims to launch a series of 
regular and strong operations to stop Rhino poaching within 2020.



 
Objectives: 
 

1. Exert pressure on responsible Parliamentary Committee to declare Rhino as a 
National Bio Heritage 

2. Exert pressure on the government for strict wildlife law enforcement( life 
sentence to the rhino poachers) 

3. Help the government for effective Rhino Conservation policies and programs 
4. Launch massive nation wide college awareness program on Rhino conservation 
5. Launch strong advocacy and struggle against any anti wildlife actions taken by 

government, political bodies and judicial bodies

Letter of Memorandum 
The alliance submitted a Letter of Memorandum to Chairperson of Parliamentary 
Committee on Natural Resources and Means Shanta Chaudhary urging government to 
declare the endangered one horned rhinoceros a National Bio Heritage and award life 
sentence to rhino poachers. The Chairman asked the alliance to advise the committee 
properly with some constructive ideas and input within July 16 and also invited the 
Alliance representatives in their meeting regarding Rhino Conservation in the near future. 



 
  
The alliance has given a deadline of six months with two point demands. 
  
Firstly, the alliance has put forth a demand to the Committee to declare One Horned 
Rhino as the "National Bio-heritage" through the Parliament/Constitution. Secondly, the 
alliance has demanded to refine the too old and flexible/existing National Parks and 
Wildlife Conservation Act (2029) by enforcing the new strict law of life long 
imprisonment/jail sentence to the Rhino and other endangered wildlife poachers. 
Likewise, the Alliance advised the Committee to recommend the government to come up 
with massive livelihood improvement programs for the poor and indigenous communities 
living around Chitwan National Park so that they will not be used by the real criminals 
for poaching purpose. 
  
During the meeting, Chairman of the Committee got surprised to meet the youths with 
animal welfare agenda. She stressed the need of youth's activities to pressurize the 
government and concerned stakeholders regularly. She informed the alliance members 
about the recent visit of the Committee in Chitwan to study the factors leading to the 
massive poaching of rhinos in the recent days. According to the field study and inputs 
received from the conservation stakeholders, the committee is going to prepare and 
submit the final report to the Government soon with strategies to save Rhino.
